CALL TO ORDER

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE REPORT BY SAUL LE VINE


S. Le Vine reiterated the importance of faculty participation in the upcoming Middle States Accreditation process.  There are still openings on the steering committee.  In addition to the 7 names (after withdrawal of Susan Berardini from the nominations that were made in March), four additional faculty were nominated today, making a total of 11 nominated faculty on the steering committee.

The NYFC executive committee consisting of Saul Le Vine, Walter Raubicheck, Iride Lamartina-Lens and Alvin Hwang will also serve on the steering committee.  

In addition to the Middle States Accreditation process, various faculty and committees are examining a range of faculty related issues.  These included the latest university-wide performance evaluation system, changes in the university calendar to be made in 2008, a printed copy of the university course schedule, ongoing evaluation of cost of faculty benefits, faculty handbook review, and faculty representation at the Joint-Faculty Council.   T. Barnett said that the Admissions and Retention Committee is looking into student writing difficulties that seem to arise from placing students out of writing classes due to their SAT scores.  He will report on this problem after further investigation with his committee.

PROVOST REPORT BY JOSEPH MORREALE

Provost Morreale welcomed everyone.  

President Caputo could not attend the NYFC meeting but sent a short note to invite faculty to participate in the coming Marilyn Jaffee-Ruiz Faculty Convocation (April 23, 2006), various commencement activities in May 2006, and CCI survey of administrators’ performance.  J. Morreale reminded everyone of the importance of participating in the above activities.

The university has received approval for the Bachelor of Fine Arts degree in Acting  and this should help to increase the university’s profile in the performing arts area.  A Master of Fine Arts degree program, to be administered by Pace in conjunction with the Actors Studio, to the Faculty Council Curriculum Committee for approval soon.  It will begin in September.

A series of feedback sessions to obtain faculty and staff views on university wide program restructuring will be scheduled in the coming weeks.  There should be one session on April 25th and another on April 26th.  Details will be sent to all faculty and staff soon.

The Lubin school had a successful Lubin Research Day last Friday (March 31, 2006) at which speakers discussed ways to expand research capabilities and new sources of research funding.  Lubin has continued to make progress in its ranking and is now within the top 20 part-time MBA school group.  The Pace Law School has also moved back into tier 3 ranking in the USA World and News Ranking report.

The Distinguished Achievement Award will be given to honor Karla Jay (Dyson NY) on Thursday, April 6. Gloria Steinem will also be honored at this annual event.

A student conversion event over the last two days was well attended by more than 500 potential students.  Bill Black and his staff from Enrollment Management did an excellent job in putting up the event and impressing potential students and their parents with the value of a Pace education.  Chris Malone presented an excellent seminar for potential students and their parents at the Pleasantville Campus.

The CDFPT is reviewing four appeals for tenure/promotion and should complete the review by May 2006.

ASSOCIATE PROVOST REPORT BY GEOFFREY BRACKETT

G. Brackett welcomed everyone.  

There are between 150 – 200 faculty who will participate in the coming convocation and commencement events.  Faculty who have ordered their caps and gowns for these events will be able to pick them up on the days indicated in their emails.  Arrangements will also be made for them to collect their caps and gowns on the event day.  

D. Athanasopoulos suggested the university provide a 50% subsidy for faculty to purchase the cap and gown as it has done a few years ago.  G. Brackett will forward the suggestion to the president for his decision.

A simplified class schedule for student advisement and promotion of Pace programs is being printed and will be sent to faculty at the end of the week.  An on-line schedule with all the details will be provided on the Pace website.  The website will have options to view program details by sections--such as online programs, programs by location, and other breakdowns.  M. Topol requested that courses at the downtown and midtown locations be listed together so that students could have easy review of all classes in NYC—irrespective of midtown or downtown programs. G. Brackett will look into making this change.

H. Brown announced a Curriculum Committee meeting on April 10th (One Pace Plaza, Boardroom South, 18th floor) and suggested that G. Brackett send the Master of Fine Arts program materials to the committee by this week in order to allow the committee to review the program for approval.  G. Brackett will follow up on his suggestion.  G. Brackett will also review space scheduling conflicts for the Performing Arts programs, especially in the use of the Schimmel Theatre space.

 HEALTHCARE COST BY YVONNE RAMIREZ

Y. Ramirez said that the university benefits committee will work with an external benefits consultant to review various employee benefits program for their comparative value to the university.  Healthcare costs have risen by over $2 million in the last year and there is a need to examine how best to meet these and future cost challenges. The review should be completed by January 2007, if not earlier.

PROJECT PERICLES REPORT BY MARY ANN MURPHY

Mary Ann Murphy presented information on the formation of Project Pericles—a project that was aimed at increasing student citizenship and social responsibility awareness.  Project Pericles is funded by the Eugene Lang foundation.  Pace University is the largest independent institution out of 10 colleges that were founders of this program.  There are currently 22 colleges in this program.  The program encourages initiatives by faculty and students that leads to greater citizenship behaviors.  Past funded projects and activities include civic engagement programs and courses taught by faculty, and student activities such as talks, debates, etc, about citizenship. All project programs and activities have a collaborative nature to ensure wide involvement.  A diversity of views and perspectives are also welcomed in all projects.

Responding to questions by V. Barrella about the low level of Lubin faculty participation on the Project Pericles Board, M Murphy welcomed more faculty participation, especially Lubin Faculty.  She suggested Barrella get in touch with her on joining the Project Pericles Board.  

S. Le Vine encouraged faculty who are interested in Project Perricles to contact M. Murphy.  He also reminded faculty to participate in the upcoming Joint Faculty Council (JFC) meeting on April 21 in NY.  D. Athanasopoulos raised the need for a representative system on the JFC.  S. Le Vine encouraged him to attend the JFC meeting to raise this idea for consideration by both NYC and PLV councils.    

I. Fox had a back injury and faculty can send him well wishes and cards.  

In response to a question by V. Barrella on the investigation into the two students who disrupted President Clinton’s talk in March, 2006, J. Morreale promised he will look into progress of the investigation.   

A question was raised on the possible use of proxy votes by Performing Arts faculty who normally teach on Fridays and could not attend the upcoming Joint Faculty Council meeting that was scheduled on a Friday.  This suggestion would be further examined for its implications on faculty attendance at location and joint faculty council meetings.

OLD BUSINESS/NEW BUSINESS

There being no old business and no further new business, Saul Le Vine thanked everyone for coming to the meeting. 

A motion to adjourn was made by Walter Antognini.  This motion was seconded and unanimously approved.
