Meeting: Oct. 7th, 2009

Student Union

Call to order: 12:27 p.m.

The minutes from the May 2009 meeting were unanimously approved
Nancy Reagin read a statement announcing her resignation as Secretary of the NYFC, explaining her reasons for stepping down before her term of office had ended:

I would like to announce that I will resign the position of Secretary that I have held for over two years, effective at the start of the November meeting.  I will stay on through October, however, in order to run the CDFPT ballot, since ensuring faculty representation on that body is crucial.  

I had planned to step down before the end of the year for personal and professional reasons.  But my decision was forced this month by the President’s request that---for the third time in two years---we forego the normal process of faculty input via national searches or the extension top administrators’ contracts after an objective job performance evaluation, and simply run a plebiscite to approve his recommendation.  

While this new process might comply with the letter of the AAUP guidelines, it is an extraordinarily defective form of faculty input into these processes, because it is cursory.   Plebiscites allow no chance to evaluate alternatives, and carry a risk of retaliation against those who oppose the administration’s recommendation.   I see no persuasive reason to depart from the standard of a national search or a formal job performance evaluation before hiring or extending contracts for top administrators; these normal processes allow for faculty deliberation, careful assessment of the qualifications and record of the individuals involved, and much broader faculty input. We would never have approved this sort of ad hoc process under President Ewers or President Caputo.  And while I have much greater confidence in the current administration than I did in President Caputo’s, I am also mindful that such ad hoc decisions, unconstrained by regular processes, contributed greatly to bringing us to the brink of disaster under President Caputo in 2006.  I would hate to see us suffer from mistakes like those under future administrations. 

And yet the ease and rapidity of this new process, along with the high likelihood that the President will get approval for the candidate he proposes (or the Board, when we were confronted with a similar request last year re the President's contract) must make it very appealing to top administration. And if the faculty councils cooperate and appear to endorse such a process for the third time in two years, then I am sure that this will become the "default setting" for in-name-only faculty participation in decisions regarding the top two positions in the university, and perhaps an increasing number of other high-level appointments. It will have become established precedent, and we will have agreed to it

I cannot agree with the President's definition of "faculty governance," and I also find myself at odds with my colleagues in the Executive.  My own position as Secretary has therefore grown untenable: I cannot lend my name and cooperation in implementing this new form of "faculty governance," because I sincerely believe that it is not in the best interests of the university.  

Any colleagues who are interested in volunteering to serve as Secretary of the NFYC should contact Vince Barrella directly.  I’d like to close by thanking those of you who have offered your support and appreciation for my work over the last few years.  It has been an honor to serve you all in this position, and I truly regret the circumstances surrounding my resignation. 

John Byrne expressed his disappointment that Nancy Reagin was resigning, and his appreciation for the work she’s done as Secretary.

John Byrne then asked for nominees for this year’s CDFPT and CDFPT Appeals committees. Geoff Brackett reminded those present that people who are up for tenure or promotion this year should not serve  on either of these committees.
Nominees for CDFPT:  Bill Page, Yvonne Rafferty,

Nominees for Appeals: Nigel Yarlett, Amy Foerster

Nancy Reagin said that she’d issue a call for nominees on the listserv as well, and then run the ballot for representatives to both committees as per usual.  The ballot will be completed and the results announced before the end of October.

Committee Reports:
Barbara Blumberg, Curriculum: Prof. Blumberg referred the members to the committee’s minutes for its first meeting of the year, posted on the NYFC website.  The Co-Chairs of committee for this term will be Al Ward and Barbara Blumberg.   The committee recommended that people who are proposing new programs, majors, or minors, etc. should send their proposals and supporting docs to the committee at least one week before the committee’s next meeting.  And also they should attend the meeting in person or send a representative who is knowledgeable about the proposal to the meeting, in case the committee has questions about the supporting documentation.  The committee wants to make sure that they have time to discuss and make a decision, and then take it back to the NYFC for a vote before the department or school in question wants to start their new major or program.  

The committee also asked for NYFC members to consider the fact that recently, several majors or programs were approved that combined undergrad and grad courses, and the Curriculum Committee is constituted to consider undergraduate programs.  Is this how we want to handle such combined programs?   The committee members also had a question about whether the Curriculum Committee should evaluate the Core.  The committee also planned to talk with SOE representatives about what their plans might be for resuming undergraduate programs for training teachers in NY.  Finally, the Curriculum Committee noted with concern that some schools and departments seem to regards their committee (the committee) as an obstacle, and as a group that doesn’t have jurisdiction in such matters.  Barbara Blumberg reminded those present  that under the NYFC bylaws, her committee does have jurisdiction over new programs or any significant change in curriculum, and that they must bring such proposals to the NYFC.

Provost’s report: Geoff Brackett said he’d be happy to meet with Prof.  Blumberg’s committee, and says that historically, schools and departments have had the option of developing new graduate programs, because these don’t have university-wide impact.  Says he’ll do what he can to clarify the process.  He thanked Nancy Reagin for her service to the NYFC, and said that  he appreciated all the discussion that has occurred and will occur on the issue.  
Announcements regarding summer changes and updates on searches: the Provost thanked everyone in faculty who served on all the search committees for new faculty who joined us this year.  The first investment needs to be made in faculty lines, and across the university, school by school, the faculty used their expertise to run search committees, which he says is invaluable service.  He expressed gratitude to President for the fact that we didn’t have to sacrifice any faculty lines that had been planned.

Kindle DX pilot program launch: it has yielded tremendous press for Pace in higher education and technology press, as one of a group of pilot universities involved in Kindle DX launch.  To be mentioned in that peer group is a step forward for Pace, and our faculty in publishing, marketing, and nursing have been engaged with faculty from the other institutions involved in understanding the impact of using Kindle in teaching environment.  It has raised our public profile within higher education.  The new Dell netbook initiative and upgrade of wireless infrastructure, and bringing on board of the new head of DoIT has been a very important move in improving our reputation as Pace as an institution that is aggressively positioning itself in new technologies.  In addition to that, we partnered with the Smithsonian Institution’s National Museum of the American Indian in the celebration of the quadricentential of Hudson’s voyage up the Hudson River.  It has cemented our relationship with the Smithsonian as an institution, since we commissioned a play that is being performed at the Museum, and materials about the play are being distributed within NY schools.  Curricular materials with our name on it were being distributed to teachers who brought students to the Museum to see the play.  

Over the summer, we came to an agreement with the Globe Theater in London, which makes Pace its NY city home when it’s on tour.  They’re going to use Schimmel to stage their performance here and store their sets when they’re on tour.  We are also putting together a spring term in London for faculty and students.  The Provost noted that this was highlighted in NY Times (their tour) and the story mentioned Pace
Finally, he reported on a successful launch of Pace Academy for the Environment.  Two weeks ago we launched it through a major conference on water policy, which attracted representatives from leading government offices that deal with water policy in NY State.  There is no other institution out there doing what we’re doing in applying knowledge to policy in this area of water policy.  Pace will host another important economics conference next week. 

Finally, wants to highlight the searches underway right now: the Assoc. Provost search, chaired by Dean Herrmann, put forward three superb candidates, two of whom have been on campus already.  In addition, there are a number of other national searches that we’re about to initiate.  Christine Shakespeare headed a taskforce on international issues and education and we’ll be hiring a FT faculty member to oversee that (a current faculty member who will receive a stipend).  We’re going to do a search to replace Darnita Killian and also a new SOE dean.  Law school Dean Simon will chair that last search. The Dean of Lubin is stepping down, and going back into private sector.  So, we’ll be launching a search for new Lubin dean.   The Provost asked Bill McGrath to chair that search.  He has also asked Dean Knapp to continue as Interim  dean of CSIS, and thanked her for leading a reorientation of their curriculum.  

Questions: Nancy Reagin asked how many full-time faculty were hired and how many of those are lecturers, noting that she is concerned, as in previous years, with the increasing percentage of full-time hires that are lecturer lines.  The Provost responded that 23 new hires were made but was not sure how many are lecturers, but said that he would supply that information for the minutes.  He noted that the majority of the hires were tenure-track. 
Note: in a memo sent later to Nancy Reagin as a follow-up to her query, the Provost said that 

 a total of 12 new full time tenure-track faculty and 9 full time non-tenure track faculty were hired in FY2010.

Joe DiBenedetto asked about the composition of the committee to search for the new Lubin Dean, and the Provost responded that the number of faculty representatives specified in the Lubin Council bylaws will be selected soon.  Walter Antognini asked about a possible faculty discount for Kindle DX, and the Provost said the deal was structured to allow students to buy at a discount the ones they were using at the end of the semester, and that he would see what he could do regarding faculty purchases.  Satish Kolluri raised the question of a new prohibition on posting flyers anywhere outside of approved bulletin boards (flyers posted by elevators are now prohibited), saying that students are concerned that they’re not able to keep up with what is happening because flyers have been banned and the screen on the new “Ask Homer” monitors takes 20 minutes to scroll through.  Martin Topol said that perhaps we could put the Homer information on the current events of the website. Marianne Murphy noted that flyers are far superior as a way to get to students, and that she continues to want to post flyers.  Nancy Reagin noted that her students are far more responsive to flyers and that she planned to continue to post flyers.
New faculty introduced: Sarah Blackwood, Conrad Nankin, Andriy Danylenko, SJ Min, Lucille Ferrara, Sharon Wexler, Kate Richardson, and Bob Wiener, who has transferred down here from PLV.  

President’s Report: The president expressed his personal regret about Prof. Reagin’s resignation, and noted that he had an honest disagreement with her about the definition of faculty governance.  We’ve built up a great deal of momentum in the last year, and it’s going to be a very exciting year.  Enrollment picture: these figures aren’t final until we finish the void process, but we’re about 40 students ahead of projected FT undergrad enrollment, due to an increase in retention, almost 200 more returning undergrads.  SATs continue to rise, particularly in NY; overall SAT scores went up 6 points on average overall, and 9 points if you don’t calculate CAP in.  One of the effects of recession has been a decrease in the number of international and transfer students (especially from community colleges).  On graduate side, we are up over 100 students over what was projected.  Again, more returning than we’d expected. These slight increases driven more by improved retention rates than new students.  A transition in SOE is underway from TFA to more traditional students and Leinhard is bursting at the seams.  Dyson continues to grow.  This is all good news, and it’s all very gratifying; we owe a debt of thanks to Robina and those in the schools who worked so hard on enrollment.
But the increase in enrollment came at the cost of several factors, that coalesced in August.  There was an increase in financial aid offers in August, because we had to match competing offers that accepted students had from other schools.  Schools that didn’t do this in our region saw decreases in enrollments.  Continuing students often saw a serious impact on their family’s circs due to recession, which meant that they needed more help from Pace.  The number of students who had an expected family contribution of $0 increased by more than 320 students, and thus it cost us more to retain them.  And the drop in international and transfer students hurt us, because they traditionally have a lower discount rate and thus generate more revenues in tuition payments.  And the percentage of new students who accepted our offer of admission who were also offered more generous financial aid packages was higher than usual, so again the revenues we’ll get from their tuition is lower than we’d budgeted.  
There are a few good notes: interest rates are lower than we’d budgeted for.  But overall, we’re going to need to find ways to cut expenses to meet this year’s operating budget.  He says he’ll meet with Faculty Council leaders to discuss proposed reductions in expenses, and assures us that no area is going to be immune from close scrutiny.  But it’s very important that we continue to focus on improving our academic quality.  The President noted that there’s no doubt that in last two years Pace has turned a corner, and we have palpable momentum, and he’s confident that we can maintain that momentum, especially because there is projected to be a drop in high school enrollments in this region and the next few years will be challenging for universities in this region.  What can the faculty do?  It’s very important to remember that our financial challenge is a revenue challenge, and we need to increase alternative sources of revenue (adult education) and enrollments overall.  He asked us to participate in conversion events more.  Nothing is more likely to persuade an admitted student to attend Pace is for that student to meet with a faculty member.  
Questions: Walter Antognini asks about raises?  Steve says that’s one area they’re considering as one area to reduce expenses.   The President then ended his report, and left the meeting.
John Byrne  said that he’d like to schedule the Provost issue for a  detailed discussion in executive session in the next meeting, and asks what they think of this.  Demos urged that perhaps we should consider discussing this today.  John Byrne and Nancy Reagin responded that it would be best to do so in November when we can take it up the first hour when everyone is present, and do so in executive session from the start of the meeting for the bulk of the common hour.  They also noted that it was not on the agenda for the October meeting, and that Peggy Fitzgerald and Vince Barrella agreed to postpone discussion in both FCs until November.  Westchester FC is going to devote their entire next meeting to the discussion of this issue, in closed executive session.
John Byrne proposed a sense of the meeting motion: that we put on the November agenda for NYFC a full hour in executive session at the start of the meeting. The motion was approved  unanimously.
Walter Raubicheck proposed an emergency meeting in two weeks.  Walter Antognini seconded the motion.  Bill Offutt called a quorum, and it was ascertained that 34 faculty council members were present, thus constituting a quorum. 
The question was then called, with  23 to 11 against the motion, and five abstentions.  The motion to hold an emergency meeting to discuss this issue before November was thus defeated.
Roger Salerno asked if we could have a discussion online.  If we create a Blackboard shell for FC and we can have postings.    There was some discussion of how to manage this within BB, and concern expressed that this would lead to further divisions within the NYFC and perhaps a “flame war.”
Harold Brown proposed a motion:  Faculty Council resolves that the faculty and students of this university should be able to post flyers in any reasonable place.   The motion was approved unanimously.
